What is Farmhack? 
Farmhack is an open source commu-

nity for farm innovation. It is a 

farmer-driven project to develop, 

document and build tools for resilient 

agriculture. We engage both farmers 

and non-farmers with in-person 

events across the country, as well as a 

wiki-based online platform for tool 

documentation and sharing. The kind 

of equipment we need is affordable, 

adaptable, appropriate and easy to fix. 

Our goal is to speed the dissemina-

tion of great ideas, and increase feed-

back and improvements on all tools. 

Within the Farmhack framework are 

various spheres of activity: open-

source biofuels processing, organic 

no-till, bike-powered hand-scale 

vegetable equipment, arduino sen-

sors, environmental monitoring, me-

chanical hacks for tractor hitches, 

tractor-hacks for horse-power etc. 

These spheres and projects are driven 

by users: designers, farmers and oth-

ers looking for feedback, support and 

team-mates. Some people are also 

fabricating kits or doing small manu-

facturing runs of tools they sell. As 

long as the designs are open-source, 

Farmhack can be your marketplace as 

well as your toolbox.  

 

Farmhack Glossary:  
 

Open-source -  is a phrase coming 

from the software development com-

munity to explain a " shared code" 

where programmers can use each 

other's work freely and creatively.  

 

Wiki-based - A wiki is a way of or-

dering text and information in an 

open source way. The most famous 

example is wikipedia ( a user gener-

ated, expert vetted online encyclope-

dia). Therefore a wiki is a way of 

compiling a collaborative ' article' or ' 

tool description' between many farm-

ers-- who can all comment on and 

contribute to a tool that is docu-

mented. 

 

 

Online platform - Just like the Grange 

is an “in person social platform,” an 

online platform is a gathering place 

for conversations, brainstorms and 

digital documenting of CAD Designs 

and tools. 

 

Arduino sensors - are tiny open-

source computer chips that you can 

program to do simple actions, like 

turn off irrigation or turn on an elec-

tric fence. These can be programmed 

with a cell phone for remote access, 

or they can be linked to a thermome-

ter or switch. 

 

Hacks - A hack is any design that 

improves the functionality of a tool 

within a system, even if the tool was-

n't originally designed with that func-

tion in mind. Hacks are fixes, tweaks, 

modifications many times with found 

or salvaged equipment that get the 

job done better, more efficiently and 

with little cost.

Seth Johnson -  is a farmer in 

Glover, Vermont using Belgians to 

help with the farm work. He and his 

wife grow vegetables & dry beans. 

They have hosted previous draft 

animal gatherings at their farm. 

 

Anna Knapp-Peck – owns & oper-

ates Zion Farm in DeKalb Junction, 

NY with Cody Peck & Alan Knap. 

They grow seasonal produce & 

flowers using oxen as the main 

source of power on their farm.

started in 1997 and quickly became 

the main enterprise on the 93 acre 

farm. We have 220 summer season 

CSA members with an additional 

100 fall members. Our first horses 

were purchased  in 1980 and pres-

ently we have 7 Suffolk Punches to 

do most of the work on the farm. 

Through our apprentice program we 

have trained 40 new farmers and 

introduced many people to draft 

horses through our draft horse work-

shops. We look forward to sharing 

our experience of marrying our pas-

sion for draft horses and a CSA to 

create a productive and profitable 

farm business.”  

 

Will & Keeley Lent – live on a 40 

acre farm with draft horses, sheep 

and chickens. Will has been a farrier 

for over 35 years and has built draft 

shoes for as long. On top of manag-

ing all of the draft horse shoe or-

ders, Keeley runs the Will Lent 

Horseshoe Company farrier supply 

business and tries to keep Will 

pointed in the right direction...not an 

easy job! 

 

Stephen Leslie -  is the author of
